GENERAL ASSISTANCE INFORMATION
Purpose

The fund provides college scholarship assistance for worthy students based on demonstrated academic ability, leadership traits and financial need.  No preference will be given on the basis of race, religion or gender.

Student Eligibility

The recipient must be a Delaware resident, and not older than 23 years of age at the time of applying.  The student must have at least a 2.75 GPA and provide evidence of a commitment to leadership in the community. Applicants must provide two reference letters that describe their leadership skills at school, in the community or religious organizations.  The applicant must plan to obtain a degree or certificate from a community college, trade school or university in a technical field related to the design, engineering, manufacturing and repair of automotive products, including but not limited to, automotive repair, skilled trades, and engineering. 

Type and Amount of Aid

The fund will award twenty scholarships in the amount of $1,000.00 per academic year that can be applied to any accredited community college, trade school or university.  The awards shall not disqualify students for additional scholarship assistance, and may be used to reduce academic loans and to purchase books.

To be eligible for consideration, applications must be postmarked by April 15th.
