GRANT GUIDELINES

ELIGIBILITY:

Applicants must have graduated from Caesar Rodney High School, Camden, DE, and have been accepted in a college or university.  Such students shall aspire to a career in education or teaching.  It is not required that such students attend a Delaware College or University.  It is expected that all scholarship recipients will seek to improve the quality of life in our society through teaching ideals and it is hoped that this will occur in Delaware.

CRITERIA:

Consideration will be given to all facets of the student’s education and activities that would point to success in college and career.  Race, religion or sex will not be a factor in the selection of candidates.  While it is not required, a preference may be given to those students most in financial need.  Each applicant shall be required to submit a short essay on why he or she desires to undertake a career in teaching.

TERMS OF GRANT:

This is a one-time scholarship to be paid in January after the successful completion of the student’s first semester in college.  The amount of the scholarship shall be at the discretion of the DCF and based on the current value of the Fund.  In 2001, the scholarship amount was $500.00.  The Delaware Community Foundation requests a one page evaluation letter after the recipient’s first year of working in the field of education.
