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Camp Possibilities Receives $5,000 Grant from the Frank E. Acierno Foundation 

Scholarships Available to Support Week-long Camp Experience for Children With Diabetes

Wilmington, DE – A $5,000 grant from the Frank E. Acierno Foundation Fund of the Delaware Community Foundation will make attendance at Camp Possibilities’ one-week, overnight camp possible for a number of children who would otherwise be unable to afford to attend. Camp Possibilities is a camp for children with diabetes between the ages of 7 and 15 who, due to the complexity of their disease, often do not get the chance to go to a summer camp. This year’s camp will be held from July 25-30, 2010.

The volunteer-run camp offers swimming, fishing, arts and crafts projects, basketball, field games, a nature walk, talent show, dance and other activities in addition to diabetes education sessions intended to provide support, information and encouragement to campers. Some of the most valuable educational opportunities happen in teachable moments occurring when campers interact with the medical staff and counselors during insulin administration throughout the day.

Held at Camp Ramblewood in Darlington, Maryland on 200 scenic acres of private property; 60 children attended last year’s camp. More than 50 volunteer counselors and recreation staff comprised of high school and college students and professionals from the community collectively give over 5,000 hours of their time to make the camp possible each year. The camp’s medical staff, consisting of pediatric endocrinologists and nurse practitioners, registered nurses, certified diabetes educators, registered dietitians and others annually donate more than $100,000 in time, knowledge and service. 

A 501(c)(3) non-profit organization founded in 2002, Camp Possibilities relies on charitable contributions to run the program. “It is through the generosity of donors like Frank Acierno that enables children from low-income families to attend this worthwhile summer adventure,” according to Executive Director Jeff Dietz. The Frank E. Acierno Foundation Fund has provided $25,000 in support over the past four years.
