They must also demonstrate leadership traits, financial need and seek a degree or certificate from two- or four-year colleges, universities or vocational technical institutions. Past scholarship recipients who continue to meet eligibility requirements may re-apply for this year’s scholarship awards.   
  
 “These scholarships have really helped with the cost of my education,” noted Steven. ”Anyone interested in majoring in engineering should definitely apply for this award.”
