The one-year Fund For Women grants offer nonprofit agencies an opportunity to obtain seed money for innovative, creative programming or to continue or expand programs whose effectiveness has been demonstrated, added Hyte.  

The Wilmington workshop on December 3 will be held at the Community Services Building, 100 W. 10th Street, Room 6.   The Dover workshop on December 4 will be held at the Dover Public Library, 45 South State Street and 88 Kings Highway, in the Lower Level Meeting Room.
