Fourteen Area Programs Receive Grants to Support Organized Sports  
 

Laurel, DE – Up to 4,000 youngsters will benefit from $40,021 in grants made by the Horsey Family Youth Foundation (HFYF) to support organized sports programs in Delaware. The fourteen organizations receiving the grants were recognized by HFYF Fund founders David and Pat Horsey at the fifth annual grants presentation held Wednesday, August 26 at the Shore Thunder Starz Building in Laurel. The HFYF Fund is a charitable fund of the Delaware Community Foundation. 

“We are very pleased the entire state is represented. We have teams from all three counties here this evening,” noted Foundation founder David Horsey. “All of the organizations we support work hard to provide opportunities for youngsters to learn from the experience of playing competitive team sports. It’s very rewarding to see that in spite of the challenges with the economy this year, participation in ticket sales and support for all of our teams remained strong.” 

In Laurel, the organizations receiving grants include:  Delaware Storm, Diamond State Swoop, Laurel Little League, Laurel Pop Warner and the Shore Thunder Starz. Woodbridge Track in Bridgeville also received an award. In Georgetown, Delaware Technical & Community College, Georgetown Little League, Sussex Central Pop Warner and Sussex Technical High School received grants. In Kent County, Caesar Rodney/Dover Raiders Pop Warner, Harrington Pop Warner and Milford Pop Warner received awards. The Middletown Wildcats were the first New Castle County recipient.

The Horseys created the Horsey Family Youth Foundation Fund at the DCF to support programs for youth in Southern Delaware. Their goal is to try to keep children off drugs and off the streets by encouraging them to become involved in education and sports programs. An estimated 3,500 to 4,000 youngsters will benefit from the grants awarded to 14 organizations that provide organized league sports including baseball, softball, cheerleading, football and wrestling. 

This annual event, held each year to recognize the organizations and to encourage individuals and businesses to make contributions to HFYF Fund to help support youth programs, also served as a celebration for the Horsey Family Youth Foundation becoming a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization.
