He also served as Chairman of the Children’s Advocacy Center of Delaware and served as a member of the Delaware Collaboration for Youth. In 2007, Carl and his wife, Doris Schnee, received the J. Thompson Brown Award from Children and Families First for their contribution to the welfare of children in Delaware. 

 

Professionally, Carl’s prestigious law career is well known. He was appointed U.S. Attorney for Delaware by former President William Clinton and in 2007, received the First State Distinguished Service Award in 2008 from the Delaware State Bar Association.
