University of Delaware-bound Joshua Gawel Receives $2,000 Award in Honor of Former City Council President

Wilmington, DE -- The Frank D. Vari Memorial and Scholarship Fund of the Delaware Community Foundation presented a $2,000 scholarship award to Joshua Gawel at The Charter School of Wilmington during a student assembly on May 24, 2010. My Dad always told us to do the best we can and to leave this earth a little better than we found it.”
